ATTENTION

The following is important information regarding the preparation of your submission.  Failure to comply with the guidelines may result in disqualification of the submission. SUBMISSION DEADLINE:
Presentation boards and requisite submittal forms must be delivered to A+ D Museum, 5900 Wilshire Blvd., Ste 100E, Los Angeles, CA 90036 between 10am and 4pm on Thursday April 24 and Friday, April 25, 2008. Late submissions will not be accepted under any circumstances.

The Chapter will notify you when and where the boards are ready for pick up.  AIA/LA is not responsible for lost or damaged materials.

NEW THIS YEAR

For the first time, AIA/LA and the City of Los Angeles’ Cultural Affairs Commission (CAC) are in alliance for their awards programs.  This means you may submit to the CAC Design Awards with the same board prepared for the AIA/LA Design Awards.  You may also submit to the CAC Awards only.  There is no additional cost to enter the CAC Design Awards, however the projects must be civic projects built within the City of Los Angeles limits.  A separate jury will be convened for these awards.  There are specific eligibility requirements; please see additional information on page 3 of this document.

ELIGIBILITY
1.
The AIA/LA Design Awards are open to all individuals and practices for projects located in the greater Los Angeles area and to Los Angeles-area individuals and practices for projects located either within or out of the greater Los Angeles area.  

2.
Entries should be appropriately categorized; category must be marked on Concealed Identification Form. 

3.
Only projects completed after January 1, 2004, are eligible for entry.  

4.
Projects that have been awarded previously in the NEXT LA Awards are eligible for submission in any of the AIA/LA Design Awards categories.  However, entries that have been awarded previously with an AIA/LA Design Award are not eligible for other AIA/LA Design Awards categories.
5.
Projects by any 2008 AIA/LA Design Awards or NEXT LA Awards jury member (or that jury member’s firm, regardless of location) are not eligible.
JUDGING

A panel of distinguished architects and design professionals will convene on May 9, 2008, to review this year’s entries and designate projects for recognition.  Please bear in mind that the jurors will be reviewing a large number of entries.  Therefore clarity, brevity, and the use of photographs and drawings that communicate effectively will be to your advantage.  Please note that the jury reserves the right to re-categorize an entry when deemed appropriate and that all projects will be judged based on excellence in the selected category, regardless of project size, type, or location.

The number of projects awarded in each category, and the level of such awards, will be at the discretion of the jury.  The decisions of the jury are final.  

The Design Awards jury members are David Lake, FAIA, Lake/Flato Architects, Austin, TX; Enrique Norten, Hon. AIA, TEN Arquitectos, New York City; and Craig Dykers, Snøhetta, Oslo, Norway/New York City. 

EXHIBITION/ROUNDTABLE

All Awards Program participants will be on public exhibit; location and date to be announced.

A roundtable panel with select jury members is also being planned.  Date and location to be announced.

AWARDS PARTY

This year’s Awards Party will be held June 04, 2008 at BCAM (Los Angeles County Museum of Art) .  Winners of the awards will be announced at the Awards Party.  In addition to honoring the winners of the Design Awards, NEXT LA Awards, and CAC Awards, the 2008 AIA/LA Presidential Award recipients will also be recognized.  Tickets for the Awards Party will be available for purchase through the Chapter office.

DESIGN AWARDS PROGRAM SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS
A. 
PRESENTATION BOARD (see board criteria diagram AT WWW.AIALOSANGELES.ORG)
A range of visuals that show both context and design must be included on the board.  Plans and drawings are strongly encouraged.  Also include descriptive text to orient the jury to the design intent, site conditions, and solutions, as applicable.  Design and composition of Presentation Board are at entrant’s discretion.

B.
BOARD IDENTIFICATION

Boards must be clearly marked in permanent ink on the back with your entry number (i.e. D 104) and complete category listing.  If you are entering CAC Design Awards, write “CAC” clearly on the back of the board.

C. 
DESIGN AWARDS Concealed Identification Form – Page 4
This form must be inserted into an opaque envelope and securely adhered to the back of the presentation panel.  On the front of the envelope, write your entry number (i.e. D 104) and the complete category listing.

D. 
DIGITAL MATERIALS 
(DO NOT ATTACH TO BOARDS!)
On one (1) CD labeled with your entry number, firm name, and photographer’s name, provide 3 to 5 project images (image only; no identifying text or marks) and one digital image of submitted board.  Files must be in jpg format at 300 dpi and at least at 8x10 inches.  Name images with entry number (i.e., D104_image1.jpg; D104_image2.jpg, etc.).  These images may be used during the Awards Gala and/or for publication and publicity.

E. 
PROJECT CATEGORIES 


Each project must be entered into a specific Project Category.  The Project Categories are defined as follows:

COMMERCIAL/MIXED-USE: projects intended for commercial or mixed commercial and residential uses, including (but not limited to) office, retail, hospitality

INSTITUTIONAL/CIVIC: projects intended for public or governmental uses, including (but not limited to) government buildings, libraries, healthcare, museums, performing arts centers 

EDUCATIONAL: projects intended for all levels of education, including (but not limited to) pre-school, K-12, college and university, adult education 

SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL: projects intended for single-family habitation

MULTI-UNIT RESIDENTIAL: projects intended for habitation by multiple tenants, including (but not limited to) condominiums, apartment buildings, co-ops, low-income housing, public housing, townhouses, duplexes, small-lot projects

ADAPTIVE RE-USE/HISTORIC PRESERVATION: projects of all types that follow the principles of historic preservation or adaptive re-use

INTERIORS: projects that involve the interior architecture of a space only, in any project type, including (but not limited to) office, retail, hospitality, entertainment, museum, educational, residential

OPEN SPACE: projects whose primary component is outdoors, including public spaces, plazas, parks, memorials, outdoor theaters (urban planning and gardens are not included)

INSTALLATIONS: projects intended for temporary status, including (but not limited to) museum and gallery exhibitions, trade show exhibits, follies

INTRODUCTION

To gain greater awareness of and appreciation for city projects, AIA/LA is offering its Design Award entrants the option of submitting to the City of Los Angeles’ Cultural Affairs Commission (CAC) Design Awards with the same entry materials. 

If your entry is eligible for CAC Design Awards (see criteria below), simply check the appropriate box on Page 1 of the Concealed Identification Form.  A separate jury will review the projects, and the awards will be presented at the same Awards Gala as AIA/LA Design Awards and NEXT LA Awards.  This box must be checked to be considered for the CAC Design Awards, and the back of your board submission must be clearly marked “CAC”.

Projects receiving a CAC Design Award do not automatically receive an AIA/LA Design Award.  Likewise, CAC-eligible projects receiving an AIA/LA Design Award do not automatically receive a CAC Design Award.

There is no additional cost to enter the CAC Design Awards.  If you have any questions regarding the CAC Design Awards Program, please call the Department of Cultural Affairs office at (213) 202-5522.

ELIGIBILITY
1.
All entries must represent projects that are built by the City of Los Angeles or in collaboration with a City of Los Angeles agency.

2.

Projects must be designed by a city architect or private architecture firm from LA or outside of LA doing a project for the City.

3.

Entries must follow all submission requirements as stated on Page 2.

4.
Entries should be appropriately categorized; category must be marked on Concealed Identification Form. 

5.

Projects that demonstrate the integration of public art and architecture are strongly encouraged.

6.

Projects completed after January 1, 2005, are eligible.

7.

Projects do not have to be entered into the AIA/LA Design Awards to be eligible, but must adhere to the AIA/LA Design Awards format, rules, and schedule.

8.

CAC maintains the right to disqualify an entry if it does not satisfy the eligibility requirements.

9.

Projects that have previously won an AIA/LA Design Award or NEXT LA Award, and meet other CAC eligibility requirements, may be entered into CAC Design Awards only.

JUDGING

A panel comprising prominent architects of city projects, Cultural Affairs Commissioners, and a City Planner will convene on May 9, 2008, to review entries and designate projects for recognition.  The CAC Design Awards jury members are Daniel Dworsky, FAIA; Mehrdad Yazdani, Yazdani Studio at Cannon Design; Lee Ramer, CAC Commissioner; Gayle Roski, CAC Commissioner; Simon Pastucha, City Planner, Planning Department’s Urban Design Studio.

Winning projects will be chosen based on the following design factors:  How well the building design responds/contributes to the history (architectural, social, and cultural) of the City; how well the building turns constraints into opportunities; and how well the public art is integrated into the planning of the project.

EXHIBITION/AWARDS GALA

CAC Design Awards entrants will be exhibited and awarded with AIA/LA Design Awards, as above.

PROJECT CATEGORIES

Only projects in the following categories are eligible for CAC Design Awards:

INSTITUTIONAL/CIVIC: projects intended for public or governmental uses, including (but not limited to) government buildings, libraries, healthcare, museums, performing arts centers 

MULTI-UNIT RESIDENTIAL: public housing projects intended for habitation by multiple tenants

ADAPTIVE RE-USE/HISTORIC PRESERVATION: projects of all types that follow the principles of historic preservation or adaptive re-use

OPEN SPACE: projects whose primary component is outdoors, including public spaces, plazas, parks, memorials, outdoor theaters (urban planning and gardens are not included)
